Past Indefinite Tense in Urdu

Past indefinite tense is also called past simple and this tense is

used for those actions completed in a time before now.
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Helping Verbs and Form of Verb

Helping Verb: Did (I, We, You, They, You, He, She, It, singular

and plural subjects)

Form of Verb: V2 is used in positive sentences and V1 is used

in negative and interrogative sentences.

Note: In this tense we do not use helping verb in positive

sentences.
